With the national media watching, the State Board of Education on a 10-5 vote in March, tentatively endorsed new 

social studies and economics curriculum standards that will shape the way history is taught around the state. 

The final adoption is expected to come during their May board meeting.  The new standards will be implemented dur-

ing the 2011-2012 school years.  The new standards will replace the existing Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills 

(TEKS) that were adopted in 1997 and have been used in classrooms since 1998. 

During the many debates, the board considered over 300 amendments to the draft standards proposed by TEKS review 

teams.  The review team is made up of educators, business people and parents.  The board approved most of the pro-

posed amendments, making the new social studies standards one of the most heavily amended documents to come be-

fore the board in the last twenty-five years.  While the board was setting the standards for all history classes from kin-

dergarten through high school, the most heavily amended courses were fourth and seventh grade Texas History, U.S. 

History after 1877, World History and U. S. Government. 

It will be interesting to see what and how the history books and information will change with the new adoption.
